RIPPLES: A VISUAL DIARY OF WATER

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You are warmly invited to attend the opening of the Ripples: A Visual Diary of Water exhibition project at 7 p.m. on Tuesday, 14 February 2023 at the Jakopič Gallery. The exhibition will be opened by the Ambassador-at-Large for Water Diplomacy at the Ministry of Foreign and European Affairs Tanja Miškova and the Ambassador of the Netherlands in Ljubljana Johan Verboom.

ABOUT THE EXHIBITION:
The core visual story of the exhibition project Ripples: A Visual Diary of Water is narrated by cutting-edge water-themed photographs from the archives of the Dutch photography agency NOOR Images. The project is based on a re-questioning of gallery settings practice whether expensive frames, large formats and high-end display equipment really make the photographs and the exhibition more meaningful. Over 15 years of activity in Jakopič Gallery we have accumulated a lot of materials, which will be up-cycled through a co-creative process.
Ripples embody the idea of a chain reaction. It suggests that small actions and events can have far-reaching consequences that spread out like ripples in a pond, touching lives and impacting societies across generations.⁠
The exhibition project Ripples casts out deeper, nuanced, transnational connections between the world through the overarching theme of water to explore global issues of the climate crisis, human life and social inequality. It offers a unique curated collection from NOOR’s immense visual archive, made by Stefano Carini and dr. Marija Skočir.
The exhibition features water-themed works of 12 photographers of the very well known Dutch photography agency. The display follows the path of water under the themes: The Origins; The Rituals; The Resources; The Conflicts; The Movement; The Extremes; The Human Body and The Joy.
It turns out that when we try to understand the phenomenon or concept of water, we encounter a number of bipolarities: water as the purest natural source of energy, but at the same time its gross exploitation and pollution, the dualities in its scarcity and abundance in the event of natural disasters; water as the source of life and a force that can easily threaten life, man's detachment from water in the schism between nature and social phenomena ... And just as visual images tell stories and evoke feelings, memories and inspiration, sound has a decisive influence on our experience of the world. When we talk about water, we must not neglect the connection between water and sound and their impact on the human body and life. That is why the curators decided to try to support the concept and the experience of the exhibition with soundscapes. They were created by musicians Breed  and Ingmar Nieuwold.
Also the project aims to break the usual battle with time and the chasing of installation deadlines in the process of its exhibition. It will therefore change, evolve, complement itself over the course of its duration.
